A book entitled “The multidisciplinary science of rheology: Towards a healthy and sustainable development”  including the full papers received from the IBEREO 2017 participants will be edited (with its corresponding ISBN). The book in PDF format will be included in a USB flash drive delivered with the conference material.  Also, it will be uploaded in the web site of the Ibero-American Journal of Rheology (e-rheo.iba). 

A maximum of four pages is allowed for each contribution (including oral or poster communications). Authors should write in clear and concise English using MS Word. The manuscript should be saved as a Word for Windows file. If Word is not available, use a word processor, which allows your manuscript to be saved as a RTF file. 
For the Scientific Committee revision your paper must be converted to a PDF file and uploaded following the instructions received by e-mail. The final reviewed version including the corresponding corrections or suggestions will be requested as a word or rtf file. {Style: Ibereo Main}

Page settings {Style: Ibereo Head2}
The page size must be A4. All the margins must not be changed: 30 mm top and 25 mm bottom, 20 mm left and 20 mm right.
Arrangement of Papers {Style: Ibereo Head2}

You should arrange your contribution in the following order: 

1. Paper title, authors’ name and affiliation. Affiliations of co-authors should be clearly indicated.

2. The text, suitably divided under headings and written in two columns (width: 80 mm; spacing: 10 mm).

3. Tables and Illustrations set out in the text including captions. 

4. Acknowledgements (if any). 

5. References. 

6. Contact author address, including full name, affiliation, full postal address, telephone and fax numbers and e-mail address

Title of your paper must be written in page header (pages 2 to 4), but page numbers and page footers should not be included in the manuscript, since they are reserved to be used for the edition of the Books.

Style of Text {Style: Ibereo Head2}

The text should be subdivided following the standard sequence of Introduction, Experimental Methods, Results and Discussion and Concluding Remarks. Headings and subheadings for different sections of the paper should be clearly indicated. Do not number the sections. Ensure that all figures and tables are mentioned in the text, and that all references are cited in numerical order. The use of the predefined Ibereo Styles is strongly recommended. A description of the settings of these styles is given in Table 1. However, authors should not use new Styles or redefine the Ibereo Styles that can be found in the Style List located on the Formatting toolbar (or in the Style box located on the Format Menu).
